I. Himalayas :
1) To the north of India, Himalayan mountains extend from west to
east at a length around 2400 Kms.

Shivaliks.
ll. Indo-Gangetic Plains :
1) Indo-Gangetic Plain is formed with the interaction of the rivers
Ganga, Indus, Brahmaputra and their tributaries.

lll. Peninsular Plateau :
1) The Indian plateau is also known as the peninsular plateau as it
is surrounding by the sea on the three sides.
